0 Industrial Park: No report.

o0 Doctor’s Creek Trail Grant: The Township was awarded a Federal Highway
Administration’s 2011 Recreational Trails Program grant in the amount of
$22,900. Ms. Butch explained that this is a matching grant and the money will
be used to purchase trail markers.

New Business
» 2012 Green Acres Supplemental Funding Request Form: The paperwork has
been completed and submitted. The Secretary will email a copy of the form to Mr.
Kau.

» Ordinance 12-02 First Reading: Faithful Adherence to Oath of Office. The
ordinance has been revised to include faithful adherence to the laws of the
municipality, County, State and Federal government by anyone who takes an oath of
office. This ordinance addresses issues related to Right-to-Farm protections and
farming crops which are deemed illegal by the Federal government.

» Monmouth Conservation Foundation: Ms. Butch received an email from the MCF
approving a grant amount of $50,000 towards the acquisition of the Thomas Baird
Homestead.

» ANJEC Sustainable Land Use Planning Grant: Grants are available but they are
small amounts. Ms. Butch will refer this grant to the recreation ad-hoc committee.
